The Marks of the Communicative Church 

There is no doubt that our world has changed 
dramatically over the past fifty years, especially 
in the area of communications.  When I was 
growing up in the fifty’s, television was a     
wonderous thing which few people had.  TV 
was black and white and shows were limited.  
Remember when the snow would start at mid-
night right after the Star Spangled Banner.  
Anyone born after 1960 probably wonders what 
I am talking about.  Music came from radios, 
one song at a time or from a record which be-
came scratchy after repeated use.  I remember 
running through the house to get to the phone 
because there was just one in the house.

Things have changed a lot.  Now many people 
have tv in most rooms in the house.  Most peo-
ple only listen to the radio in the car and carry 
an IPod or similar device which allows massive 
collections of music especially suited to the lis-
teners taste.  Many people have not only multi-
ple phones in the house, but phones attached to 
their hip like some newly evolved appendage.  
None of which even comments on the over-
whelming change brought about by computers 
in providing communication and information to 
the remote corners of the world.

The church is not immune to these changes.  It

On the di-
ocesan web site, www.episcopaloklahoma.org, 
you will find a link on the left side of the page, 
titled New Bishop Process.  Clicking on that 
icon will take you to the New Bishop for Okla-
homa site.  Or you may go directly to the New 
Bishop for Oklahoma website using this ad-
dress:  www.anewbishopforoklahoma.org.

you can see there are several ways to get to the 
information.  Use the one which works best for 
you.   

The New Bishop for Oklahoma website includes 
a picture and short biographical sketch of each 
nominee.  There is a link to the six questions 
and responses submitted by each nominee.  
There is also a link to recorded telephone inter-
view with each nominee.  

For those of you who do not have internet ac-
cess, the same information is available at the 
church.  There are three identical notebooks in 
the parish hall with copies of the nominee bio-
graphical sketch and questions and answers 
provided by the nominees.  The telephone in-
terviews are only available on the internet, how-
ever, arrangements can be made at the church 
so you can listen to these interviews.  If inter-
ested, contact Fr Joe.

What happens next?  There are several dates 
you should mark on your calendar as we jour-
ney toward consecrating our new bishop.

Friday, April 20 - 7:00 pm, St Andrew’s, Law-
ton - The “Walkabout.”  Each of the 
nominees will be at St Andrew’s for an 
evening of presentations and questions 
and answers.  This will be your opportu-
nity to see and hear each of the nomi-
nees prior to the Election Convention.  
Every member of All Saints’ is encour-
aged to attend this important meeting.  
Should you be unable to attend this 
“walkabout,” there will be additional ses-
sions Saturday, April 21 at Casady 
School, Oklahoma City, from 
2-4:30pm.and Sunday April 22 at Holland 
Hall School, Tulsa, from 2-4:30 pm.  The 
session from Holland Hall, Tulsa will be 
streamed on the Internet.

Saturday May 5, 10:00 am is the Election 
Convention at St. Paul's Cathedral, 
Oklahoma City.  News and ballot results 
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will be posted to the New Bishop for 
Oklahoma website as they are made 
available in 'near' real-time.  In this way, 
those unable to attend the convention will 
be able to keep up with the days events.  
PLEASE NOTE: only those voting are to 
attend this convention.  The Delegates 
from All Saints’ are Jerald Ketchum, 
Johnny Dillon and Susie Lindley.   Should 
any of these three be unable to attend, 
your elected alternate delegates will take 
their place.  They are, in order of prece-
dence:  Charles Coulter, Brad Middleton 
and John Edwards.  Both Fr Joe and 
Deacon Gary will be voting.

Sunday, May 13 - Bishop Moody visits All 
Saints’ - We will be privileged to host 
Bishop Moody as he visits us for the day.  
This will be our “personal” opportunity as 
a parish to say farewell to Bishop Moody.  
Make plans to be present that day for 
both the service and the pot luck to fol-
low.

Sunday, July 1 - Moody Garden Party - Eve-
ryone is invited to celebrate the ministry 
of Bishop Moody and Lance at a Garden 
Party.  The Moody Garden Party will be-
gin at 3:00 pm in the East Garden of St. 
Paul's Cathedral, Oklahoma City.  Re-
freshments and childcare will be pro-
vided.  The event will conclude with a 
special service of Evensong at 5:00 pm.

Saturday morning, September 15th, 10:30 
am - Consecration of our new dioce-
san bishop.  Freede Wellness Center, 
Oklahoma City University, Oklahoma 
City.  Chief Consecrator will be The Most 
Rev. Dr. Katharine Jefferts Schori, Pre-
siding Bishop of the Episcopal Church.
